Applicants are residents of Manitoba, have no less than 6
months of residence in the province before making the
application and have financial needs.

Applicants must be pursuing a profession or trade other
than sports, acting or entertainment.

skills in increasing public awareness of the
agriculture industry (with permission, the essay
may be used for promotional purposes).
